Eligibility

The purpose of this event is to promote a fun introduction to the competitive experience for the beginner skater. The Competition is
open to ALL skaters who are current eligible (ER.100) members of either the Basic Skills Program and/or are full members of US Figure
Skating or Skate Canada. To be eligible, skaters must have submitted a membership application or be a member in good standing.
Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered with the host Basic Skills Program/Club or any other
Basic Skills Program/Club. Eligibility will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries. All SNOWPLOW SAM and BASIC
SKILLS SKATERS THROUGH BASIC 8 must skate at highest level passed and NO official US Figure Skating tests may be have
been passed including MIF or individual dances.

Entries

Online entry with secure credit card payment may be made at the host club websites: www.bladeandedgefsc.com OR
www.fscomaha.org (follow competition links). Electronic entries paid with a successful credit card transaction will be considered
a valid entry. There will be a $25.00 fee for any credit card entry that is disputed to cover the cost of the dispute. Online entry must
be completed by midnight on January 17, 2012. Paper entries must be postmarked no later than Saturday, JANUARY 17, 2012.
(Metered postage is not accepted as proof of postmark). An additional $5.00 fee will be charged for paper entries. There will be a
$30.00 fee for returned checks. Make checks payable to Omaha Winter Festival.

Entries, to be considered timely received, must include the entry fee and all required signatures. Late entries (postmarked AFTER
January 17, 2012 or on-line entries made after 11:59 pm Januaryl7) may be accepted at the discretion of the Competition
Committee and only if accompanied by a $25 late fee. The Committee reserves the right to limit entries in any event or to cancel
an event based upon time restrictions.

Full refunds will be given if a skater withdraws before the close of entries. There will be no refunds for any reason (including
inclement weather) after the close of entries, except as provided by Rule 3235. In the event of iliness, entry fees will be refunded
only when documented by physician and when competition officials are notified before the skater’s event. All refunds are subject to
a $10 processing fee. The processing fee is not refundable for any reason.

Notification of competition and practice ice times will NOT be available by phone, mail, or email. Skater and Coaches schedules
will be available via the web at www.bladeandedgefsc.com OR www.fscomaha.org after February 19, 2012

Groups may be combined by age and gender at the discretion of the Competition Committee. The LOC reserves the right to limit
entries in any event or to cancel an event based upon time restrictions. Full refunds will be given if a skater withdraws before the
close of entries. Changes made after February 1 may not appear in the program

Facility

The Omaha Winter Festival will be held on a single ice surface at Motto McLean Arena, 5015 S. 45" St. (45" & ‘P’ St.), Omaha,
NE. The ice surface is 85’ by 200’ with rounded corners. Bleacher seating for 500 is available as well as limited seating in the
concession area. Concessions are offered daily. Two dressing rooms are available. Parking is adequate for 200 vehicles.

Registration

This event is scheduled for Sunday, February 26, 2012. The Registration Desk will be open for check-in beginning Sunday
morning, February 26, 30-minutes prior to the first practice session. Please register promptly when entering the ice arena.
Competitors must check-in with the Ice Monitor in the arena lobby and be ready to skate at least 45-minutes prior to their
scheduled event.

Music

Only CDs will be accepted (CD-R not CD-RW). CDs must be clearly marked with the skater’s name, event and running time. Each
CD must have only one (1) track on it. Competition CDs must be checked in at time of registration and will not be returned until the
event has been skated. Back-up CDs should be readily available at all event times. Music will not be played on practice ice.
Competition CDs may be picked up at the registration desk following each event. The Omaha Winter Festival LOC will not be
responsible for any CDs left behind.

Practice Ice

Practice session(s) will be held Sunday morning, February 26, 2012 before the competition begins. Practice Ice sessions will be
20 minutes in length and cost $10 each. Music will NOT be played on practice ice. Refunds will not be given for missed practice
ice sessions.
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Skaters will be assigned to practice sessions based on the number of sessions they request and pay for. Purchase is limited to 2
sessions. You must indicate the number of sessions you want on the Practice Ice Request Form or online when you register. You
MUST pay for them with your entry form or when you register online. A single check may be submitted with your competition
registration form for both entry fees and practice ice.

Pre-paid practice ice is non- refundable and may not be sold to other skaters. Additional practice ice sales may be available online
for $12.00 per session after the schedule has been posted. Additional practice ice will not be available for purchase at the
competition Sunday morning.

Awards

Competitors for each event will be divided by age and, if possible, with no more than six competitors per group. All skaters will
receive an appropriate award. Placements 1-3 will receive medals; 4-6 will receive ribbons. Awards will be presented off-ice at the
photographer’s stand following each event. Skaters should be in skating costume and skates. All skaters in each group will be
included in the award photo.

Photography and Video

An official competition photographer will be available to take individual and group award photographs as well as to videotape
events. Photographs and video CDs may be purchased at their table. Hand-held video equipment is only permitted in the bleacher
area and should be used to record only your skater. NO VIDEO EQUIPMENT MAY BE PLUGGED INTO THE ARENA OUTLETS.
Flash photography is NOT allowed during competition events or warm-ups. The official photographer has instituted a “NO
PERSONAL CAMERAS” policy. No personal photos of skaters may be taken against the awards backdrop.
